Each spring, the Town of Bethlehem holds a household hazardous waste (HHW) and computer
recycling collection day. Residents can bring unwanted paints, thinners, and solvents, unused
pesticides and lawn chemicals, as well as properly bagged asbestos, used florescent tubes, and
outdated computers and their components.

Household Hazardous Waste and Computer Recycling Collection Day will take place on
Saturday, May 2, 2009, 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. at the Town Highway Garage, 74 Elm Avenue
East, Selkirk, rain or shine.

Residents who attend this program must bring proof of residency such as a driver’s license or
current tax bill.  Please make sure all lids are secure and cans and bottles or containers are in boxes to
prevent spills.  Do not smoke near chemicals or leave these products in a hot, unventilated vehicle for an
extended period of time.  For your safety please remain in your vehicle.  Workers will unload the wastes.

"Adriaen and Mahican" -- in fabric, discussion by the artist
Fiber artist Estelle Kessler Yarinsky will talk about her art quilt, "Adriaen and
Mahican," which depicts the life and work of Adriaen van der Donck, who from

1641-1645 managed the van Rensselaer lands that became the present day cities of Albany and Rensselaer. Adriaen
was keenly interested in the flora, fauna and Native American language and culture of the region and its great river. His
lively book, A Description of the New Netherlands, provided the impetus for Yarinsky's large-scale quilt, which will be
on display in the library during the month of May.

in New York City, also excels in silkscreen techniques, woodblock printmaking, and life drawing. Her work has been
shown at many exhibits in the Capital District, New York City, Ohio, Florida, Texas, and Washington D.C. Twenty of her
art quilts were on display at the Albany Institute in 2007.

Know?

May Day (May 1) was once, in its earliest days of glory, quite a celebrated date. It was marked by
plenty of dancing, singing, and merriment.  This holiday was often symbolized by the colorful new
growth of spring. It was an early tradition for the youngsters of Europe to carry fresh flowers and

boughs and to visit neighborhood houses. And, May Poles were a common sight on this holiday.  The
May Poles were usually trees that had been cut down in the forests. Brightly colored ribbons were then
attached to the tops of the trees. The youngsters took turns grabbing a ribbon and dancing around the

poles as part of their May Day celebration. Some cultures believed that the winding of the ribbons
around the May Poles was an attempt at helping Nature remain in balance after the long, cold winter,

What is Stormwater Runoff?

            Stormwater runoff is rain or melted snow that, instead of seeping into the ground, runs off into the storm sewer and
into our waterways.  It runs across rooftops, paved areas, bare soil, and sloped yards.  On its way, the runoff picks up and
transports soil, animal waste, salt, pesticides, fertilizers, oil and grease, debris and other potential pollutants.  This polluted
runoff degrades our lakes, streams, rivers, wetlands, and other waterways.

Stormwater Tips: Lawn Care and Pesticide Use

Pesticides not only pollute stormwater, but also are also harmful to children and animals.  Fertilizer use isn’t a problem if it
is used carefully, but if too much is used or it is applied at the wrong time, it can easily wash off of your lawn and into lakes

and streams.

Use pesticides and fertilizers sparingly.  Try using organic mulch or safer pest
control methods when possible.
Compost or mulch your yard waste rather than leaving it in the streets.
Plant grass and/or vegetation where soil is bare .
Sweep up yard debris, rather than hosing down areas.
Select native plants and grasses that are drought tolerant and pest
resistant.
Don’t fertilize if rain is forecasted within the next 48 hours.
Get your soil tested—

Saving Money AND Going "Green"

Water-Efficient Landscaping

 

Located on the second floor of Town Hall, across from the DPW offices, is our Stormwater bulletin board filled with
information and resources.  Recently posted is a booklet entitled "Water-Efficient Landscaping"; this publication can also
be downloaded at http://www.epa.gov/owm/water-efficiency/docs/water-efficient_landscaping_508.pdf. Excerpts
follow:

In the summer, the amount of water used outdoors by a household can exceed the amount used for all other purposes
in the entire year.  Gardening and lawn care account for the majority of this seasonal increase, but other outdoor
activities, such as washing cars and filling swimming pools, also contribute.  According to the U.S. Geological Survey,
approximately 30 percent is devoted to outdoor uses.  The majority of this is used for landscaping.  In fact, it is
estimated that the typical suburban lawn consumes 10,000 gallons of water above and beyond rainwater each
year.

Proper landscaping techniques not only create beautiful landscapes, but also benefit the environment and save water. 
In addition, attractive, water-efficient, low-maintenance landscapes can increase home values.  Through careful
planning, landscapes can be designed to be both pleasing to the senses and kind to the environment.  One simple
approach to achieving this is applying and adopting the basic principles of water-efficient (Xeriscape) landscaping:
Proper planning and design, Soil analysis and improvements, Appropriate plant selection, Practical turf areas, Efficient
irrigation, Use of mulches and Appropriate maintenance.

The Rabies Vaccination Clinic for dogs, cats and ferrets has been arranged by the Albany County Department of Health in cooperation
with the Capital District Veterinary Medical Society.  All dogs, cats and ferrets must be on leashes or in carriers.  A record of prior

vaccination will be required for a three year immunization. If no record is presented, a one year vaccination certification will be issued.
