Historic Trolley Tours are back for 2010

2010’s Trolley Tours of Bethlehem feature an architectural twist this year.

Bethlehem’s homes reflect many different building styles, from early Dutch to International, with just about everything in
between. "My favorite Greek Revival farm houses are scattered all over town, many built in the 1830’s and 40’s, hidden
in with modern suburban homes. We have rows of classic Bungalow style homes built in the early 20th century and
stately Victorians, both Queen Ann and Second Empire," says Susan Leath, Town Historian. "Besides architecture, I’ll
be telling lots of stories about Bethlehem’s history."

Where is the oldest house in town? What are those lions on the road to Henry Hudson Park? Was there really a yellow
brick road? Bethlehem had how many airports? These questions and many more will be answered by Town Historian
Susan Leath as she leads these informative and entertaining trolley tours. Trolley tours include a stop at the Bethlehem
Historical Association’s Cedar Hill Schoolhouse.

Tours are kicked off on Friday February 5 with our special Go Red for Women Day. Participants are encouraged to
wear red as we raise awareness for the American Heart Association.

Tours continue on Saturday February 20, Friday March 5, Saturday March 20, Friday April 16 and Friday April 30. All
tours begin at 10 am at the Town parking lot on Kenwood Avenue at the Four Corners in Delmar. The cost is $23 and
includes a donation to the Bethlehem Historical Association.

County Completes Purchase of Albany County Rail Trail

Funding from State and Scenic Hudson Make Purchase Possible

Albany County Executive Mike Breslin announced on January 13 the completion of the purchase of the future Albany County
Rail Trail.

The County purchased the nine-mile stretch of the old Delaware & Hudson Railway between the Port of Albany and
Voorheesville for $700,000 from Canadian Pacific Railway with a 2003 grant from the New York State Office of Parks,
Recreation and Historic Preservation (OPRHP) of $350,000. Scenic Hudson, a Poughkeepsie-based non-profit land
conservation organization, donated the matching funds of $350,000 to complete the purchase.

"This is an exciting milestone for our community," said Breslin. "We have achieved our goal to preserve these nine-miles of
scenic open space for future development as the Albany County Rail Trail. I must thank our partners, Scenic Hudson and
the New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation, for their financial and technical support to make
this acquisition possible."

"Scenic Hudson is ecstatic that this day has finally come," said Ned Sullivan, president of Scenic Hudson. "The new rail trail
will run through the heart of several Albany area communities, eventually linking them to the port of Albany and trails along
the Hudson River. We appreciate the long-standing commitment of County Executive Mike Breslin and his staff to this
project, and we thank Canadian Pacific Railway for its willingness to part with this important corridor."

News from the Assessor
 

Enhanced STAR enrollees must renew by March 1.  The Enhanced STAR exemption is for all owner-occupied residents
that are at least 65 years of age and meet the adjusted gross income criteria.  Those enrolled in the Basic STAR program,
open to homeowners of all ages and incomes, are not required to renew in order to maintain eligibility.

Agricultural Assessment Applications are due by March 1.  The Albany County Soil and Water Conservation District
staff will be, once again, completing Soil Group Worksheets (SGW) for landowners who are going to file for an Agricultural
Assessment.  To qualify, the land must be used for the production of sales crops, livestock, or livestock products and meet
other criteria.  Rented land can also qualify.  Please check our web page for more information.

News from the Department of Public Works
 

Water Main Break Along New Scotland Road

Department of Public Works (DPW) crews
responded to this water main break in the 10 inch
line that runs along New Scotland Road on January
21, 2010.  Though this was a large break the
crews from the DPW’s Field Operations Division
repaired the main in less than 4 hours.  DPW has
repaired 11 water main breaks since January 1st,
and more than 2 dozen breaks this winter.   Most
of the water main breaks have occurred in lines
that are beyond their expected useful life.  The

lack of a real insulating snow cover combined with recent extreme cold temperatures have resulted in the lines shifting, and
breaking, as the ground goes through freeze/thaw cycles.

 

NYS DOT Traffic Signal Project at the intersection of Feura Bush Road at Route 335 and Wemple Road

The following information is from the NYS Department of Transportation, this is NOT a Town project:

The work shall primarily involve the installation of Pedestrian crossing signals. Work locations at the intersection of Feura
Bush Road at Route 335 and at Wemple Road in the Town of Bethlehem. Work within active travel lanes shall be minimal
and primarily between the hours of 9am to 3pm Monday to Friday.

Update: December 1, 2009

This project has just begun. Due to the late start, the anticipated completion may be April. Our contract involves installing
pedestrian crossing signal poles and I expect them to be operational by the end of December or January. The installation
of concrete sidewalks may not be completed before April unless we get a week stretch of mild weather. In this case
temporary blacktop shall be installed for pedestrian access until concrete can be placed.

Annual Review for Agricultural Districts 2/1-3/1

Please be advised that the 30-day annual review period for Albany County Agricultural Districts
begins on February 1. During this period, landowners can apply to have predominantly viable
agricultural land included in a certified Agricultural District. At the end of the 30-day open period, the
County Agricultural and Farmland Protection Board will review the applications and report its
recommendations to the County Legislature. Based on these recommendations and comments
received from a public hearing, the Legislature will forward proposed modifications to the Districts
to the Commissioner of NYS Department of Agriculture and Markets for approval. Municipalities

whose territory encompasses the lands which are proposed to be included in an agricultural district will receive a map with
parcel numbers of the proposed inclusions and will be notified directly in writing of the time, date and location of the public
hearing.

National Grid Company - Life Support/Critical Care Program

Life Support/Critical Care is a program available to National Grid
customers who submit written documentation from their physician
confirming that they or another member of the household requires
electrically operated “life sustaining” medical equipment to maintain life.
Examples of such life support medical equipment are:

Apnea monitors
Kidney dialysis devices
Continuous ventilation devices
Suction/aspiration equipment

Once National Grid receives written medical certification from the physician the company will conduct a
home visit to verify the medical status and contact information. Once completed, National Grid will then take
steps within its system to appropriately identify the customer’s meter, the Customer Services System
database and the company’s Storm Board Operations and Regional Control Operations database, called
NewLife. All Life Support customers are notified on a regular basis to verify correct program information and
continued need.

Law Regarding Appropriate Shelter for Dogs

There is a New York State law that requires that dogs kept outdoors be provided with a
waterproof, structurally sound and adequately insulated shelter that must allow
freedom of movement and normal postural adjustments. The shelter and the area
immediately surrounding it must be regularly cleaned.

News from the Receiver of Taxes
 

Property Tax Bills

Property Tax Bills were mailed in early January and were due on or before Monday, February 1. Postage meter indicia or
foreign postmarks are not acceptable for determining timeliness of mailing. On taxes remaining unpaid after February
1, please note that a 1% penalty for payments made in February and a 2% penalty for payments made in March
will be added. Bills cover January 1 to December 31st.

Be aware that tax payments, or any payments, made from your home computer usually do not have a postmark stamp
when they are received by us. These payments should be made mid month to hope that they are received before the
deadline. The postmark determines the timeliness of payments. Envelopes received with no postmark are considered paid
on the date they are delivered to us per New York State law.

The back of the tax statement contains important information on exemptions, deadlines and third-party notification.
Taxpayers are urged to carefully review the back of the tax bill. In the event you did not receive a tax bill, if you have an
escrow account and you received the tax bill or a bill was sent to you in error, please call Nancy Mendick, Receiver of
Taxes at 439-4955, extension 1178.
